Two additional treatment provider contracts will be added
soon.

Saint John’s Program for Real change will be providing 12
additional residential beds for women.

Capitol Star, a youth outpatient provider, will be
contracted and will start providing youth outpatient
services by January or February.

Sacramento County has declared Farsi as a new
threshold language, which brings Sacramento County up
to seven threshold languages.

Sacramento County will be working with other counties to
create a youth residential workgroup starting in the next
couple months.
