Advocate provides victims of domestic
violence with emotional and mental health
support, resource, and assistance navigation,
1:1 case management, hotel voucher and
shelter referrals, and other social services.
The goal is to reduce stigma and the negative
mental impacts of domestic violence in a way
that is reflective of the community.
