On April 25, 2018, a marijuana prevention summit was held
at the Sierra Health Foundation. A marijuana prevention
campaign was rolled out at the summit, Campaign event
days include May 24, 2018 and June 11, 2018.
The Sacramento County Office of Education (SCOE) will be
holding a Youth Summit in June 2018.
The County has received a one-time allocation increase of
Alcohol and Substance Abuse Prevention (ASAP) funds in
the amount of $3.93 million ($3.8 million for prevention
services and $130,000 for residential, detox and
outpatient services). The goal of ASAP is to help
communities develop effective strategies for preventing
and managing youth substance use and abuse and
subsequent negative consequences.
