Program

The Mental Health adult system of care is
being increased from 6 to 10 outpatient clinics
that will be located throughout Sacramento
County. Each clinic will have a walk-in, peer-
run wellness center. Linkages and referrals
to substance use treatment will also be made.

Services (SUPT) Report
Lori Miller, SUPT Division Manager

Lori Miller reported that there have been 62
Fentanyl poisoning/overdose deaths in
Sacramento County so far this year. SUPT
continues our partnership with the District
Attorney’s Office’s 1 Pill Can Kill campaign.
SUPT is contracting with an organization
called Arrive Alive to bring Fentanyl and
Narcan® education and awareness to schools.
Working with parents, youth, and school
officials. We've presented at two high schools
so far and have four more scheduled. We're
excited to support the accessibility and
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availability of Narcan® within the schools.

Sacramento City Unified School District is

taking the lead in this effort and we’re hoping

other schools will follow their lead.
