o Youth-51 total referrals, 53% assessment 

completion, 70% first treatment episode 
completed. 

o Justice-involved-62 referrals 
o CPS-88 referrals 

• Bridges (father and children) SLE is open to 
2 families, 3 more will be open soon. 

• Eligibility for Bridges SLE: One father, and up 
to 3 children 0-18 years as long as they are 
still in school.
