Ryan Quist, Behavioral Health Services (BHS) Director: 
The 11th Community Outreach Recovery Empowerment (CORE) site has opened. Thank you to Erin Johanson, Marlyn 
Sepulveda, and everyone at Hope Coopera�ve for their hard work. 
 
BHS has several compe��ve bidding processes pending to provide services to our jus�ce-involved consumer popula�on. The 
services include three (3) outpa�ent programs and a Full Service Partnership (FSP) program.  The applica�on deadline has not 
yet closed.   
 
A free, online BHS Cultural Humility training regarding sexual orienta�on and gender iden�ty (SOGI) has been posted and can 
be found here. 
 
The Racial Equity Collabora�ve is focused on the La�no popula�on and convened two Tarde Social events to facilitate 
conversa�ons with the community regarding mental health services.  
 
Reminders of na�onal days/months of observa�on: 
• November is Na�ve American Heritage month.  
• Veteran’s Day was earlier this month. 
• Interna�onal Survivors of Suicide Loss Day is November 18, 2023 
• Interna�onal Men’s Day is November 19, 2023 – focus on men’s health and posi�ve expressions of masculinity

Funding was approved from the Department of Health Care Services to operate bridge housing se�ngs to address the 
immediate and sustainable housing needs of individuals experiencing serious behavioral health condi�ons. There is $43M 
new funding available to Sacramento County.

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There is outpatient treatment and intensive outpatient. A 6-bed youth residential treatment facility is pending Board of 
Supervisor approval. Most of the narcotic treatment programs offer medication assisted treatment for opioids and alcohol for 
youth over age 16. There is a mobile medical unit who will prescribe medication assisted treatment for youth age 14-16. 
 
Adults can get medica�on assisted treatment through a federally qualified health center. Do they also offer that to youth? 
Most services are for age 18 and above. 
 
For youth in Foster Care, there are substance use residen�al placements that are across the state. There are some�mes 
opportuni�es to use different Foster Youth funding for these placements.
