Documentation now required to obtain services  
 
Sacramento, CA. Effective April 1, 2009 individuals requesting medical services through the County Medically 
Indigent Services Program (CMISP) must now provide documentation proving United States citizenship or legal 
immigration status.

If unable to provide any of the above documentation, a Written Affidavit signed under penalty of perjury by the 
pplicant and another individual with direct knowledge of the applicant’s citizenship will be accepted. a
