Prevention Services

• Wide range of prevention services both community and school based.
• Prevention Services are programs directed at individuals who may be at risk of 

developing a substance use disorder but have not been determined to require 
treatment for a substance use disorder.

• Outreach to youth and families through community events, health fairs, speaking 
engagements.

• Train-the-Trainer prevention education workshops for parents, caregivers, and other 
interested adults to develop in-depth knowledge about alcohol prevention topics.

• Friday Night Live, Club Live, and Friday Night Live Mentoring Programs are taught at 
56 school sites across Sacramento County.

Media campaign for providers encouraging an increase in knowledge in 
the area of prenatal substance exposure including articles in the Sierra 
Sacramento Valley Medical Society Magazine.
Media campaign encouraging mothers to seek treatment early.
